Orgarizafon is the structure of writing. A writerwith strong
organizaton stays focused on the main idea. They have a sense of
sequercing and the reader seesa distinct begnning, middle,and end.
* Conventions
Convertions fall underthe headng of spelling, punctuation,
grammar, and capitalizaion. Neanhess, while important, is not
consideredpart of the six-trait model.
* Sentence Fluency
Serterce Fluency is the rhythm and flow of the language. Senerces
varyin length and style and areso well crafted thatreading aloud isa
pleasire.
Voice
Voiceisthe uniqueress of eachwriter. Voicelets the reader know
the writeris persnally engagedin the topic and is aware that they
arecommunicaing with anauwdiernce.
Word Choice
Word Choiceisthe use of rich, caorful, and precise language. It is
free of awkward sentencesthat slow areader down. Strong word
choice paints a picture in the reacerOsnind. It useseveryday
language naturally and in afresh or unexpected way.
